Evangelism . . .

 We affirm the responsibility that Jesus has 
given us to share what we have found with 
those who have yet to come to him

 Calls each of us to take seriously our role as 
Christ’s ambassadors

 Means will vary according to the context but 
not the content of the message that we 
proclaim
